Developing a heart for Uganda

It is not what we do, but only what God does in and through us that makes a difference and truly brings hope and change to the nation of Uganda.  Heart For Uganda is a Christian organization dedicated to showing God’s love to the orphaned.  There are two branches of this organization to ensure God’s mission is fulfilled.  An American team is located in Strattanville, Pennsylvania.  A Ugandan team, also known as God’s Care Ministries, is located in Kyenjojo.  These two teams will partner together with Alissa as God’s vessel of love to His abandoned children on the other side of the world.

Needs of the orphans

Everyday in Uganda, more than 375 children under the age of five die.  In the district of Kyenjojo, it is estimated that there are over 35,000 orphans whose parents have died of AIDS.  As a result of political unrest, famine, economic hardship, disease and other afflictions, many of these children have been abandoned, neglected and left to die alone.  “The groans of the dying rise from the city, and the souls of the wounded cry out for help…” – Job 24:12.  God hears the cries of His children.  He has called Alissa to bring Jesus’ love to the abandoned, joy to the despairing and hope to the hopeless.

With God’s help and the help of many others, Alissa will be establishing a children’s village in Kyenjojo Uganda.  It will sit on 70 acres of beautiful African land. The village will include a community medical clinic, a library, a farm, educational schools and vocational schools.  Students will learn job skills such as tailoring, carpentry and catering.  These skills will empower the youth to gain employment and become successful.  A child will have a chance for a brighter future and create a dream.
